Any other undergraduate program not mentioned above shall follow one of the patterns given
above.

1. All the courses with credits 3 and above shall be evaluated in the pattern 10 + 10 (C1 and
C2 internal assessments) + 80 (semester end exam C3) marks. Courses with less than 3

credits shall be evaluated in the pattern 5 + 5 (C1 and C2 internal assessments) + 40
(semester end exam C3) marks.
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2 The internal assessment C1 shall be conducted during the 8th week of the semester and

C2 shall be conducted during the 15th week of the semester.

3. The respective BoS shall frame the syllabi only for all the major courses to be offered as

per the credit pattern specified above.

4. Compulsory papers in 5th and 6th Semesters, each of 2 credits, shall be based on the
papers approved by BoS for the 4th Semester. A student has to opt for the course not

already completed in a semester.

5. The scheme of assessments, redressal etc., shall be as per the existing approved CBCS

regulations of 2018.

6. The offering of elective papers is left to the discretion of the individual colleges.

NOTE:

The credits for the Elective papers offered in the 3" and 4" semesters shall be revised to 2
credits each (from the current 3 credits) from the academic year 2026-27 onwards. This will
also be applicable for students admitted during 2025-26. The BoS shall reduce the existing
syllabus accordingly for the Elective papers offered in 3@ and 4™ semesters only. The
credits shall be later added to the credits of semesters 5 and 6 next year (2026-27), so that

the total credits offered will be the same.
